Photography Competition

L.L.A.N.I. Ltd, the community regeneration company in Llanidloes are launching their 2007 photography competition to give budding photographers the chance to be published in their 2008 wall calendar.

Photographers are invited to submit images not only of Llanidloes, but of the surrounding villages as well, such as Llandinam, Trefeglwys, Llangurig, Caersws and Carno.  

Claire Jones, Marketing Officer for L.L.A.N.I. Ltd explained, “We’re looking for photos from all over the Arwystli area, which includes the smaller villages, in addition to the well known areas such as the Clywedog and the Hafren Forest in Llanidloes. They can be of anything that represents the area in a positive way, such as a striking landscape or piece of architecture, and we would like photos suitable for different months of the year – spring scenes, snowy scenes, summer holiday snaps in the area – you get the picture!”

Last years successful photographers included Andrew Capel with ‘Winter in Glan-y-Nant’, Vincent and Veronica Grant for their photo ‘Christmas Day 2004 near Cwmbelan’ and Xavier Wambergue for his Fancy Dress photo. 

Claire said “The 2007 calendar has proved very popular. It was for sale at £3.50 in shops in and around Llanidloes and also via www.llanidloes.com, where we had orders from as far afield as California and South Africa. It’s now been reduced to a bargain price of £2.00 if anyone would still like to get their hands on a copy! Many visitors enjoy having a memento of their holiday in the area, whilst lots of people living locally have also commented on how much they loved the photos in the calendar and bought them for family and friends.”

“I know it seems early to start thinking about 2008 but we would like to get them in the shops as soon as we can to ensure everyone has plenty of time to purchase their copies. Not only will your £3.50 help the business you bought the calendar from but money from each sale will also be dedicated towards marketing the area and ensuring we can continue to draw down funds to attract visitors to Llanidloes and Arwystli.”

There is no entrance fee but entrants are asked to submit no more than five photographs. Those taken on digital cameras must be a minimum of 300 dpi and prints should be saved as jpeg or TIFF images. They can be submitted on CD and posted to L.L.A.N.I. Ltd, Town Hall, Llanidloes, Powys, SY18 6BN. All photographs must be captioned with the photographers name and where they were taken. Claire adds “We regret that they cannot be returned unless they are picked up from the Town Hall after we have completed the selection and calendar design process. All entries will also be considered for a possible new range of postcards for the area” The closing date for entries is Tuesday 10th April 2007.
