We are very pleased that the Town Hall Toileteers Association has now officially been constituted to help us take this process forward.”

Background

L.L.A.N.I. Ltd, the community regeneration group in Llanidloes, successfully secured £27,500 worth of funding from the Welsh Assembly Government’s Environmental Quality Board to re-open the public toilets on Great Oak Street, and investigate the possibility of re-opening the conveniences at Bwlch-y-Gle late last year.
Llanidloes Town Council and Llanidloes Without Community Council are also in the process of drawing down funding worth £3,000 each over 3 years, from Powys County Council to help with the maintenance of the toilets on Great Oak Street and at Bwlch-y-Gle.
