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Merry Christmas Llanidloes, from L.L.A.N.I. Ltd
L.L.A.N.I. Ltd, the community regeneration group in Llanidloes, has successfully secured funding from the Welsh Assembly Government to re-open the public toilets on Great Oak Street, and investigate the possibility of re-opening the conveniences at Bwlch-y-Gle. 

Claire Jones from L.L.A.N.I. Ltd said; ‘The issue of public toilets has been high on the agenda for local businesses since their closure early this year. As soon as the opportunity became available to apply to the Local Environmental Quality Board of the Welsh Assembly Government back in September, we did so. We received the letter of confirmation that our application has been successful this week.’

‘Of course as with any form of grant, there is a process that we have to go through to ensure we can draw down the money. In this case we have to have a period of consultation with local businesses, etc. to assess the level of need for the toilets to re-open, to investigate the economic impact of their closure, and to look at ways in which to generate income from their use that will sustain them in the long term. Once this has been done we then have to report back to the Assembly. If the consultancy process demonstrates that there is a case for the toilets to re-open, and we’re confident that with local support it will, then we can draw down the funds to refurbish the block, including nappy and baby changing facilities and energy efficiency measures.’

‘Llanidloes has been too long already without these vital conveniences. I would urge locals and businesses alike to contact us in the New Year if they wish to register their support for the toilets to re-open. I will then pass all details to the consultants who can ensure views are included within their report. We have already made a very strong case to the Assembly for the toilets to re-open which is why the funds have been provisionally granted to us, but we need to ensure the consultants are also convinced of the necessity for them.’
Llanidloes Town Council is also in the process of drawing down funding of £3,000 from Powys County Council over three years to help with the maintenance of the toilets.

Peter Rees, Llanidloes Town Councillor, who has been working with local businesses to set up a group that can manage the toilets in the future, said, ‘It’s good to have something productive happening in the town. How could we have competed with other tourism areas with something as basic as our toilets closed? This is great news for Llanidloes.”
