New Exhibition at Minerva Arts Centre

Next week sees the start of Bronzewood Art's Designer/Makers Selling Exhibition at Minerva Arts Centre, Llanidloes.

After the success of last year's gallery exhibition, Neil Reeves of Bronzewood Art, has decided to open the show for two weeks from Sat 19th May to Sat 2nd June; the first week being just before Viva Llanidloes! arts & entertainment festival which kicks off on 26th May. He has added a few more artists to this annual exhibition of contemporary and traditional designer/makers, bringing the number of artists up to 14.The official opening night will be on Saturday 19th May 7-9pm where you will be able to meet and talk to some of the artists.

Neil said “This a rare opportunity to see and buy works of art from some of the best producers in Wales; work that is not normally seen due to the size and scale of the pieces, such as Spike the blacksmiths 4ft arachnid, which she is showing here for the first time, alongside other artists sculptures in their first show.”

He added "This is an excellent showcase for me and other artists/ sculptors to display our work in an open and bright art gallery setting, giving the buyer the chance to stand back, look, and walk around each piece. All of the artists have designed and made the work themselves; this is definitely an exhibition of personal work, the likes of which would not be seen outside a large city gallery."

There will be more wall hanging art this year alongside the glass, wood and metal sculpture, jewellery and fine furniture, plus demonstrations of wood carving, sculpture, and glass work. Children from Llanidloes primary school have also taken part in an art competition to raise awareness of the campaign to save Llanidloes Hospital. Their paintings will be on display from 19th May onwards at Minerva.
