Donations still coming in for Llanidloes Childcare Group

Chair of Llanidloes Childcare Group, Nia Griffiths has reiterated her thanks on behalf of the Group to the ‘fantastic’ response from local businesses and individuals who have come forward following their plea to raise £1,000 to further childcare facilities in the town. Just last week, it was reported that the target had been reached following donations from Bradleys Garage in Llanidloes and to the very generous gift of one anonymous donor. Nia said “With another donation from Arwystli Medical Practice in Llanidloes, we have exceeded our target, which is obviously fantastic and means the children will be able to benefit even more.” 

“Llanidloes Town Council had already donated £1,000 to us which kick started our match funding campaign and to whom we are also very grateful. We had been successful in securing European funding to employ a Childcare Development Officer, but we needed to raise some match funding locally to enable the project to go ahead. Even with the generous assistance of Llanidloes Town Council, we still had a further shortfall of £1,000. Now we have received this, we are able to draw down £9,000 of funding to undertake the project. This is money that would otherwise have been lost to the Llanidloes area.”

Their After School Club, ‘The Jungle Club’, based at Llanidloes Primary School opened in 2006, and is widely recognised as a great support for working parents in the area. Working with L.L.A.N.I. Ltd, and in addition to the Jungle Club, the Childcare Development Officer will head up a project to create a comprehensive childcare package to support working parents in the Llanidloes area including looking at opening up a Nursery for ages 6 months to 4 years plus a Holiday Club, which will support parents through the long school holidays.

Nia added “Good, secure and reliable childcare, made available locally, will increase the flexibility of working parents and permit the return to employment of those who have had to out their careers on hold for the want of childcare places. Although the £1,000 target has been reached if there is anyone else who would like to come forward to help please to do so. This will enable us to provide an even better package of childcare in Llanidloes.”
